Loving God

Deuteronomy 6:5 You shall love the LORD your God with all your heart and with all your soul and
with all your might.

Deuteronomy 11:1 You shall therefore love the LORD your God and keep his charge, his statutes, his
rules, and his commandments always.

Deuteronomy 30:6 And the LORD your God will circumcise your heart and the heart of your
offspring, so that you will love the LORD your God with all your heart and with all your soul, that you
may live.

Deuteronomy 30:15 See, | have set before you today life and good, death and evil. 16 If you obey
the commandments of the LORD your God that | command you today, by loving the LORD your God,
by walking in his ways, and by keeping his commandments and his statutes and his rules, then you
shall live and multiply, and the LORD your God will bless you in the land that you are entering to
take possession of it.

Joshua 22:5 Only be very careful to observe the commandment and the law that Moses the servant
of the LORD commanded you, to love the LORD your God, and to walk in all his ways and to keep his
commandments and to cling to him and to serve him with all your heart and with all your soul.”

Joshua 23:11 Be very careful, therefore, to love the LORD your God.

Micah 6:8 He has told you, O man, what is good; and what does the LORD require of you
but to do justice, and to love kindness, and to walk humbly with your God?

Matthew 22:36 “Teacher, which is the great commandment in the Law?” 37 And he said to him, “You
shall love the Lord your God with all your heart and with all your soul and with all your mind.

1 Corinthians 13:1 If | speak in the tongues of men and of angels, but have not love, | am a noisy
gong or a clanging cymbal. 2 And if | have prophetic powers, and understand all mysteries and all
knowledge, and if | have all faith, so as to remove mountains, but have not love, | am nothing. 3 If |
give away all | have, and if | deliver up my body to be burned, but have not love, | gain nothing. 4
Love is patient and kind; love does not envy or boast; it is not arrogant 5 or rude. It does not insist
on its own way; it is not irritable or resentful; 6 it does not rejoice at wrongdoing, but rejoices with
the truth. 7 Love bears all things, believes all things, hopes all things, endures all things. 8 Love
never ends. As for prophecies, they will pass away; as for tongues, they will cease; as for knowledge,
it will pass away. 9 For we know in part and we prophesy in part, 10 but when the perfect comes, the
partial will pass away. 11 When | was a child, | spoke like a child, | thought like a child, | reasoned
like a child. When | became a man, | gave up childish ways. 12 For now we see in a mirror dimly, but
then face to face. Now | know in part; then | shall know fully, even as | have been fully known. 13 So
now faith, hope, and love abide, these three; but the greatest of these is love.

Galatians 5:13 Through love serve one another. 14 For the whole law is fulfilled in one word: “You
shall love your neighbor as yourself.” 15 But if you bite and devour one another, watch out that you
are not consumed by one another.



Ephesians 5:2 Walk in love, even as Christ also loved you, and gave himself up for us, an offering
and a sacrifice to God for an odor of a sweet smell.

1 John 3:17 But if anyone has the world’s goods and sees his brother in need, yet closes his heart
against him, how does God’s love abide in him?

1 John 4:7 Beloved, let us love one another, for love is from God, and whoever loves has been born
of God and knows God. 8 Anyone who does not love does not know God, because God is love. 9 In
this the love of God was made manifest among us, that God sent his only Son into the world, so that
we might live through him. 10 In this is love, not that we have loved God but that he loved us and
sent his Son to be the propitiation for our sins. 11 Beloved, if God so loved us, we also ought to love
one another. 12 No one has ever seen God; if we love one another, God abides in us and his love is
perfected in us.

1 John 4:19 We love because he first loved us.

1 John 5:3 For this is the love of God, that we keep his commandments. And his commandments are
not burdensome.

Jude 20 But you, beloved, building yourselves up in your most holy faith and praying in the Holy
Spirit, 21 keep yourselves in the love of God, waiting for the mercy of our Lord Jesus Christ that
leads to eternal life.
